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COMMUNITY EVENT/ENGAGEMENT IDEAS

Chili cook-off – Host a chili challenge, pitting fire department chili against community recipes. Play off the themes of hot and fire and feature activities for children, since they are the primary audience for fire safety speeches and demonstrations. 

Slip-n-slide party – Host a huge slip-n-slide party for your neighboring communities, playing off of the theme of water and fire. Create various water-related activities and games for children centered on fire safety and prevention.

Visit Local Businesses/Community Groups – Connect with local businesses and community engagement groups by asking to get on their weekly/monthly meeting agendas to talk about the program, educate them on the importance of fire safety education and enlist their support.

BBQ – Host a BBQ with community-donated and provided food. This will give your community a chance to meet you, as well as have an opportunity to hear about the registry, your needs and fire safety and prevention.

Fire Department Car Wash – Host a free car wash for the community to give firefighters an opportunity to engage one on one with community members, educate them about the program, hand out fliers and ask for their support.
